Hard hats of the approved standard must be worn at all times 
whilst mounted. (Including entrants in the fancy dress class). 
It is strongly recommended that body protectors be worn in 
the jumping classes.
Horses not entered in the show will only be allowed onto the 
show field with the express advance permission of the 
committee.
The committee reserves the right to refuse entry to the show.
The committee reserves the right to ask any person whom 
they feel is putting the health and safety of others at risk to 
leave.
A responsible adult must accompany children under the age 
of 16.
Any protest must be made in writing & within half an hour of 
the incident taking place. A deposit of £10 must accompany 
the protest, which will be forfeit, unless the protest is upheld.
The judges’ decision will be final.
Anybody who does not return cups by the due date unless by 
prior arrangement will not be permitted to take cups from 
shows organised by the Fraddon & District Horse Show 
committee in the future.
