5All riders must wear hats to standard PASO15, BSEN 1384, ASTM F1163 or
equivalent.

7The owner of any animal thought to be suffering from an infectious or contagious
disease will be asked to remove it from the showground.

8Any competitor or spectator acting in a manner likely to be offensive to any
competitor or spectator will be asked to leave the showground.
